UPDATE on STORM EUNICE

You are no doubt aware that Storm Eunice is heading our way and has the potential to be one of the most powerful storms of recent years. It will bring very strong, gusty damaging winds as well as possible flooding events along the rivers and on low laying floodplains.  Gloucestershire County Council will be monitoring these sites expected to be effected by the predicted tidal surges. 

GCC have mobilised all of their teams in preparation for the event with extra gangs on standby. All reports will be triaged by their Local Highways Managers based on the location and priority. For example, if they receive a large number of reports about fallen trees which are closing roads, they will need to prioritise key routes and then local routes may remain closed until resources are available.  

Their main emergency point of contact will be their phone line 08000 514514. Other channels (such as Report It or emails) will not be monitored during this event as all resources will be focused on the emergency line. For this reason, they advise residents to call this number if you need to report a highways emergency and please bear expect these lines may be very busy.  Please be reassured they will answer, it will just take a bit longer than normal.
